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Northern Mozambique Channel initiative, Progress Update May 2015

This document is prepared as a summary of progress to date for the Contracting Parties of the Nairobi
Convention, for the COP8, 17-24 June 2015.

This document summarizes progress since COP7 of the Nairobi Convention (December 2012), when
the Secretariat of the Nairobi Convention was mandated by Decision CP7/1 to “to develop and support
implementation of priority projects, i ing ... marine g in the i Channel ...
(and to) invite partners including the Global Environment Facility to support their implementation”.

To undertake this, the Secretariat entered into

an agreement with WWF and CORDIO, leading to
the broader engagement, activities and outputs
summarized here. All activities have been
undertaken in consultation with partners and
countries (through the Nairobi Convention Focal
Points), with oversight of the Nairobi Convention
Secretariat, and with inputs requested from
technical experts and partners in relevant contexts
(e.g. through Indian Ocean Commission marine
programmes, the Western Indian Ocean Coastal
Challenge, conference participants, etc).
