On” was translated into Niuean “Fakahāhāu Tumau moe 

Puhala ki Mua” in order to reinforce the global message to 

the younger generation.The mascot ‘Ozzy Ozone’ was 

contextualized to include a Niuean traditional spear to 

reflect Niue’s commitment in protecting and conserving the 

Ozone Layer for future generations.

Having these messages embedded into their young minds 

at a very young age aids their understanding and 

awareness as they progress through their education 

journey.
