The acceptance of addendums to the SC Convention is
rather difficult process, due to the fact that the Law on
Ratification of the Stockholm Convention (Law Nr. 40-XV
from 19.02.2004) includes the provision, that Art. 1 - ratify
the Stockholm Convention on Persistent Organic
Pollutants, adopted on 22 May 2001 in Stockholm
(Sweden) and signed by Moldova on 23 May 2001 with the
following statements:In  accordance with Article 25
paragraph 4 of the Convention, any amendment to
Annexes A, B or C shall enter into force for Moldova after
the deposit of its instrument of rafification, acceptance,
approval or accession to the amendment.“At the same
time in order to accept the addendums, it is necessary to
present the detailed information of the country’s situation
with reference to the new listings within the Annexes A, B,
C (inventory, costs, etc).
